Software. In Version 6.5, the AP rating can be determined via predefined
filters.

After extracting the zip file, you
will find three fsf files. Open them via the “Import” button in the filter dialog

Recommended workflow:

- Apply the AP filter in the IQ Explorer

- Select the entire list of results (CTRL +A)
- Click right mouse button -> Properties

- Set a corresponding user-defined attribute

Afterwards, you can view the data in any editor (e.g. FMEA form) using an auto-filter
for the user-defined attribute.
