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Statistics: Analysis of forms vs analysis of
structures

Analysis of forms:

- Form content only
- Display option for causes is taken into account
- Any combination of failure mode - cause will be evaluated

Analysis of structures:

- Content of structure/variant
- Multiple linked cause counts only single (with maximum severity rating)

AP In practice: AP vs RPN

Intervals with unambiguous assignment RPN — AP:

1 = RPN =27 and 432 < RPN = 1000

Interval with multiple assignment:

28 = RPN =420

For causes f1 and f2 with RPNSs in this interval we observe:

RPN(f1) < RPN(f2) #> AP(f1) < AP(f2)

Sorting by RPN and AP leads to different results!
